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Kings County COVID-19 Testing Update 

HANFORD – Effective March 1, 2023, the Kings County Department of Public Health (KCDPH) will no longer 
provide COVID-19 Polymerase Chain Reaction (PCR) testing services at the main Hanford campus located 
at 330 Campus Dr., Hanford, CA 93230. COVID-19 take-home antigen “rapid” tests and other resources 
will be available at United Health Centers – Hanford, located at 1545 Mall Drive, Hanford, CA 93230. 
KCDPH’s COVID-19 mobile unit will continue to provide take-home antigen “rapid” tests on a rotating 
schedule at Avenal, Armona, Corcoran, Home Garden and Kettleman City. County residents can also 
contact their primary care provider to access PCR testing and are encouraged to register take-home test 
results at: https://my.primary.health/l/kingscounty . 

Governor Gavin Newsom announced on October 12, 2022, the COVID-19 State of Emergency will end on 
February 28, 2023. The California Department of Public Health’s SMARTER (Shots, Masks, Awareness, 
Readiness, Testing, Education and Rx) Plan will continue to guide state and local strategies to maintain 
operational readiness and preparedness and lay the foundation for responding to future outbreaks of 
other infectious diseases. In alignment with end of the COVID-19 State of Emergency, KCDPH will 
transition from providing PCR testing services, to offering at-home antigen test to the community, which 
can quickly identify positive results of COVID-19.  

“With transitioning out of the COVID-19 State of Emergency, the department will ensure COVID-19 testing 
resources are still available and equitably accessible for Kings County residents,” said Nicholas Montoya, 
Program Manager. 

If you experience new or severe symptoms, contact your healthcare provider immediately. If you test 
positive for COVID-19, there are treatments available to reduce the risk of severe symptoms, 
hospitalization, and death.

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Actualización de pruebas de COVID-19 del condado de Kings 

HANFORD – A partir del 1 de marzo de 2023, el Departamento de Salud Pública del Condado de Kings (KCDPH) ya 
no brindará servicios de prueba de reacción en cadena de la polimerasa (PCR) COVID-19 en el campus principal de 
Hanford ubicado en 330 Campus Dr., Hanford, CA 93230. Pruebas "rápidas" COVID-19 de antígenos para 
administrar en casa y otros recursos estarán disponibles en United Health Centers - Hanford, ubicado en 1545 
Mall Drive, Hanford, CA 93230. La unidad móvil COVID-19 de KCDPH continuará proporcionando pruebas de 
antígenos “rápidas” para administrar en casa en un horario rotativo en Avenal, Armona, Corcoran, Home Garden 
y Kettleman City. Los residentes del condado también pueden comunicarse con su proveedor de atención primaria 
para acceder las pruebas de PCR y se les anima a registrar los resultados de las pruebas para administrar en casa 
en: https://my.primary.health/l/kingscounty . 

El gobernador Gavin Newsom anunció el 12 de octubre de 2022 que el estado de emergencia de COVID-19 
terminará el 28 de febrero de 2023. El plan SMARTER (vacunas, máscaras, conciencia, preparación, pruebas, 
educación y recetas) del Departamento de Salud Pública de California continuará para guiar las estrategias 
estatales y locales para mantener la disponibilidad y preparación operativa y establecer la fundación para 
responder a futuros brotes de otras enfermedades infecciosas. En consonancia con el final del estado de 
emergencia de COVID-19, KCDPH pasará de proporcionar servicios de pruebas de PCR a ofrecer pruebas de 
antígenos para administrar en el hogar a la comunidad, que pueden identificar rápidamente los resultados 
positivos de COVID-19. 

“Con la transición del estado de emergencia de COVID-19, el departamento se asegurará de que los recursos de 
prueba de COVID-19 aún estén disponibles y accesibles equitativamente para los residentes del condado de 
Kings,” dijo Nicholas Montoya, Gerente de Programa. 

Si 
su prueba de COVID-19 da positivo, existen tratamientos disponibles para reducir el riesgo de síntomas graves, 
hospitalización y muerte.
